Day 2 – 8am pickup and transport to Ship Cove and 14 kms walk to Endeavour inlet and option to continue on to Camp Bay, a further 14 kms.


Day 3 – Camp Bay to Torea Saddle – 22 kms + special Dinner


Day 4 –Torea Saddle to Picton – 20 kms 


Day 5 – Coach to Christchurch Airport – fly out.

When
Aim to land in Christchurch on the 9th November and head home 13th.

Cost
AUD$1,950 – includes transfers to and from Christchurch airport, water transport, twin-share/double accommodation, breakfast lunch and dinner each day, experienced tour guides, luggage transfers.
Extras
Travel to Christchurch, trip drinks, special dietary needs and accommodation upgrades.


Travel to Picton if going direct.

Walk extensions can be arranged customised to your requirements, including kayak and bike tours. 

New Zealand travel destinations are easily accessible from Christchurch.

Bring
Walking clothing and boots, casual evening wear, toiletries, hat and sun glasses.
Difficulty
This walk is a moderate track suitable for anyone who is relatively fit and walks regularly. Spouses welcome.
Fund raising
Each person to arrange sponsors, corporate and individual. Donations to be made locally if possible, with funds transferred to NZ via local foundations. This will keep administrative costs to a minimum.
